Afterwards, visit a working dairy and poultry farm where the fowl are raised in the open 

air. Eggs, chickens, fattened pullets, guinea fowl, and cockerels are raised and sold directly to the public. Later, 

you will have free time to visit the French-speaking village of Namur; straddling the rivers Sambre and Meuse, it 

is the ancient gateway to the Ardennes.    Duration: Approximately 6 hours.  Please note a minimum of 15 

passengers is required.
